Horley Sewage Treatment Works 
 
It was noted that letters from the Town Council to both Thames Water and the 
Environment Agency (EA) had been sent.  A subsequent response from Thames Water 
had been formally acknowledged and a further update on the latest sewage overflows 
was provided by Cllr Barlow. Members were advised that a roundtable meeting with 
Thames Water had been requested with the key parties to earlier discussions and the 
details would be confirmed in due course. It was also suggested that an update be 
considered for inclusion in a future Town Council newsletter and this was agreed. 
 
RESOLVED: that letters sent from the Town Council to Thames Water and the 
Environment Agency (EA), be ratified and an update on the current position concerning 
Horley Sewage Treatment Works be shared in the Town Council newsletter.  
 
Horley Subway Update 
 
The Planning Officer advised Members that HTC had continued to report any incidences 
of flooding in the subway to Network Rail (NR). An update from the NR Customer 
Relations Centre had been received, advising that essential works to replace the pump 
would be undertaken in April 2024, however an earlier update from the Regional Asset 
Manager indicated that works would need to be deferred until the ensuing financial year 
due to constraints and the need to prioritise other remedial works required elsewhere.  
The information had been shared with the County and Borough Councils who aimed to 
escalate the matter and press for short term mitigation by the rail company as an urgent 
requirement.  
 
RESOLVED: noted. 
 
SCC Rights of Way (ROW) Improvement Plan Survey (Closing Date: 10 March 2024) 
 
Members considered the survey contents and the questionnaire was completed and 
submitted to the County Council during the meeting.   The feedback received will help to 
develop the priorities and actions of the news Rights Of Way Improvement Plan which 
will be published later in the year.
