	Outdoor Seating Areas 
The Clerk said that previous safety concerns raised about the seating areas outside the Jack Fairman Public House and La Manger Café encroaching on to the pedestrian thoroughfare had been taken up with the JETs Team. 	Open Public Meeting: “Do you want a Second Runway at Gatwick”

	
	The Chairman reported that the Open Public Meeting to discuss the pros and cons of a possible second runway at Gatwick, had been very well attended with around 150 people present.  
The guest speakers were Alastair McDermid of Gatwick Airport Ltd, Peter Barclay of Gatwick Area Conservation Campaign and Paul Roe of Gatwick Diamond Business and they, in turn, represented the views of their respective organisations.  (A personal letter of thanks was subsequently sent from the Town Council to each guest speaker.)
Those present were then invited to put forward written comments on the following:

Transport /  Housing / Employment / Noise & Environment / Community Facilities (including schools and healthcare)
The meeting concluded with a general Question & Answer session.  The Clerk said that answers would be sought to specific queries raised during this session and forwarded to the residents concerned.

Cllr George added that the consultation exercise with Horley residents, asking for views on a possible second runway, was proceeding well. Completed questionnaires were being returned daily to designated collection points or to the Town Council office as well being sent back by email and via the online facility, Survey Monkey (available to download on the Town Council website: www.horleysurrey-tc.gov.uk). 
The completed questionnaires were being analysed to ensure that Town Council could take into account the views of as many local residents as possible, when responding to any consultation on a possible second runway. Cllr George added that, seeking views from residents, both for and against the proposal, was paramount, as all opinions mattered, and said that the results would be published in October.
Notes of the public meeting would be published in due course.  It was anticipated that a final decision by Government on the location of the runway, would not be taken until after the General Election in 2015.
